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Cannabis (Pot) use in Pregnancy 

Smoking pot when you are pregnant can lead to your baby being small and underweight when it 

is born. 

You might go in to labour early. 

Your baby may develop breathing problems like asthma. 

Your baby might have problems learning as it gets older.   

 

Mixing with tobacco 

As most people mix pot with tobacco your baby can be 

affected by nicotine as well. 

It is best if you can cut down or stop your pot use when you 

are pregnant.  

 

Support 

Have you smoked pot during your pregnancy?  You might be worried about the impact it can 

have on your growing baby. Please ask for a referral to the Substance Use in Pregnancy and 

Parenting Service (SUPPS).
